A message from Pastor Mark

Planting seeds and bulbs — and trees!

Our gospel reading for the first Sunday of October includes these verses:

The apostles said to the Lord, “Increase our faith!” The Lord replied, “If you had faith the size of
a mustard seed, you could say to this mulberry tree, ‘Be uprooted and planted in the sea,’ and it
wonld obey you. [Luke 17:5 & 6]

My wife and I are trying to figure out which bulbs we need to buy and
plant around our house for next spring. Of course, October is the ideal
time for such planting, because the bulbs can get their roots established
before winter. Then they will be able to spring up next spring!

Both our Sunday School and our worship are times when we plant the
seeds of the gospel in our children and in our adult selves. It’s always a
good time to plant gospel seeds, because we always need to keep learning
— that is, to keep growing — in the gospel.

Christians who don’t keep planting these gospel seeds — who don’t keep
learning the gospel — will end up learning the seeds of the world. For
example: selfishness, the love of wealth, the inability to forgive, the endless
search for reasons to be offended, the love of dominating power, etc., etc.

But the gospel seeds bear fruit in love, joy, peace, patience, kindness,
goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. Who wouldn’t want to
live this way, to be this kind of person?

Whether with seeds or with people, it is always God who gives the good
growth, and we must always remember to thank God for God’s power —
God’s spirit — that gives this good growth!

See you in Sunday School and in church, because Church Matters!
